head. It quickly transpired, however, that
they were not the villains of the piece,
rather they were seeking a non-human who
happened to be sheltering in the hospital.

And given that the Doctor was in situ, he

felt it a good idea to keep out of their way.
The real villain was, needless to say, a
rather sweet-looking, little old lady, with a
nasty propensity for drinking other peo-
ple’s blood. Advancing menacingly upon a
hapless hospital consultant, she bran-
dished a small object.

“I’ve brought my own straw,” she said.
It is a measure of quite how well Freema

Agyeman has stepped into the shoes of the
Doctor’s assistant that Billie Piper wasn’t
missed for a second, and this lady, as a
trainee doctor herself, might bring a few
practical benefits to the role.

If you can keep your head while all about
you are losing theirs – then you’ll be a
Doctor’s  assistant, indeed.
